On arrival in Mumbai you will be met and
transferred to our exotic hotel. After a good night’s
sleep, we will begin exploring Mumbai over the
next two days. Visiting the Gateway of India,
indulge in a water excursion to the infamous
Elephant Caves, and later visiting the Dhobi
Ghats. The Dhobi Ghats are an amazing
experience where there are rows upon rows of
open-air concrete wash pens, each fitted with its
own flogging stone. This is considered the world's
largest outdoor laundry. And we will see much
more including Victoria Terminus and the slum
areas where ‘Slumdog Millionaire’ was filmed.

It was at the Taj Mahal Hotel where a series of
terrorist attacks took place in November 2008. The
Taj Mahal Hotel was the first and most ferocious
of all the attacks and lasted 4 long days. The
strong history of this hotel at this dark time in
Mumbai's history remains a cultural and iconic
memory to all of India's fight for freedom and YOU
have a chance to live it!

The
next morning, we will head to the very famous
Ajana and Ellora Caves. Enjoy the day with our
professional guide exploring the caves and
surrounds. The caves are a UNESCO World
Heritage Site and are one of the largest rock-cut
monasteries temple complexes featuring Buddhist,
Hindu and Jain monuments and artwork. There are
approximately thirty rock-cut Buddhist cave
monuments forming the Ajana Caves which date
from the 2nd century. The caves include paintings
and rock-cut sculptures described as among the
finest surviving examples of ancient Indian art.

After breakfast we will drive to Nashik, home to
SULA Winery, located in the Nashik region of
Western India. SULA was founded by Rajeev
Samant and has grown to be India’s largest and
most awarded wine brand. You have the
opportunity to visit this impressive vineyard and
winery, to tour the facility, to appreciate how the
wine is produced by a wine guide and to have a
wine tasting session in the unique surrounds. In
addition, we shall visit the Trimbakeshwar
Jystirling Temple, with sacred pond thought to be
the start of the Godowari River.
